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Imitation

This occurs when you ask the
student to imitate what you
say. This is a usefy] strategy
to use if the student makes an
error in their sentence. By
using this strategy you can
ask the student to repeat what
they were attempting to say
with the appropriate words or
grammatical markers. This
technique has been suggested
to aid in increasing the
amount in which the Student
talks, which has also been
associated with the
acceleration of language
development (Sachs, 1983).
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
